DEFINITION OF POSITION

This is a non-represented position per California Education Code 45256(b)(5), which allows a
Professional Expert to support arts education programs including music, theater, dance, and visual arts.
Arts Professional Experts will work collaboratively with the teacher(s) and administrators at the school
site(s) to instruct and rehearse groups of students in arts courses.

The Arts Professional Expert series consists of the following levels:

e Arts Professional Expert 1 - $25.00/hour
e Arts Professional Expert 2 - $30.00/hour
e Arts Professional Expert 3 - $40.00/hour

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES

The following are typical duties and responsibilities for positions in this classification. Any single
position may or may not perform all of these tasks, and/or may perform similar related tasks not
listed below.

Visual Arts Courses:

e Teach and reinforce fundamental artistic techniques, including composition, color theory, texture
and form in one or more of the following areas: drawing, painting, ceramics, 3D art, photography,
digital art, and other specific media.

e Mentor students in the technical and career aspects of their chosen medium, such as the use of
tools, materials, and technology specific to their artistic discipline.

e Reinforce the elements and principles of art, creativity, and individual artistic expression.

e Foster a supportive learning environment that encourages artistic expression, individual growth,
and cultivation of students’ unique artistic voice.

e Support students in building a comprehensive portfolio reflective of their skills and evolution in
the visual arts.

Performing Arts Courses:

Provide individual instruction in a group setting and extra support where needed.

Prepare warm-up routines/practice exercises for students.

Conduct research by watching and listening to professional performances

Attend scheduled rehearsals, performances, and production meetings.

Foster a supportive learning environment that encourages artistic expression, individual growth,
and cultivation of students’ unique artistic voice.

Music Courses:

e Provide individual instruction in a group setting and extra support where needed.

Theater Courses:

Conduct research by watching and listening to professional performances

Attend scheduled rehearsals, performances, and production meetings.

Foster a supportive learning environment that encourages artistic expression, individual growth,

Teach and reinforce acting techniques, stage presence, and character development.

e Instruct in technical aspects such as set design, lighting, sound, choreography, costuming,
makeup, and hair.

e Reinforce fundamental principles of stagecraft ,storytelling, ensemble collaboration, and audition

skills.

Dance Courses:

Provide individual instruction in a group setting and extra support where needed.

Prepare warm-up routines/practice exercises for students.

Conduct research by watching and listening to professional performances

Attend scheduled rehearsals, performances, and production meetings.

Foster a supportive learning environment that encourages artistic expression, individual growth,

and cultivation of students’ unique artistic voice.

e Instruct and reinforce fundamental dance techniques, including various styles, movement
principles, and choreographic elements.

e (Guide dancers in developing stage presence, expressive performance, and character through
movement.

e Emphasize fundamental principles of dance composition, storytelling through movement,

ensemble collaboration, and audition skills.
